Using LSA SwimMeet 6.0

LSA SwimTeam 6.0 is a completely new 32-bit Windows 95/98/NT program for entering, seeding and entering results from swim meets. This program has similar features to the recent 5.x versions of SwimMeet, but is more robust and has a number of useful new features. These include

2. Scoring 1,2, or 3 levels

3. Printing of check-in sheets as well as scratch sheets

4. Faster, simpler swimmer entry.

5. No “build database” step.

6. Multiple views of the meet, 

· By event

· By team and swimmer

· By meet result

7. Rapid on-screen editing of the results of any event in any view.

8. Generation of web pages of psych sheets and results, including choice of colors, logos and splits.
Installing and Running Meet 6.0

You can install Meet 6 either from the Lsa CDROM or by downloading it from the Internet.

From the CD-ROM

Using Windows Explorer, go to the CDROM device and open the \Meet6 folder. You will find 4 sub-folders named disk1, disk2, disk3 and disk4. Open the disk1 folder and double click on Setup.exe. If you have Explorer set so it doesn’t show filename extensions, it will just show the name Setup with a little Window icon next to it. When you double click on Setup.exe, the installation program will start. You can install Meet6 in any folder on any drive you like.

From the Internet

1.  Download the four files disk1.zip – disk4.zip.

2. Create a folder on any drive called Meet6Install, or just use \temp. 

3. Create 4 folders called disk1, disk2, disk3 and disk4.
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5. Using WinZip, unzip the four files you downloaded into these four folders.

6. Open the disk1 folder and double click on Setup.exe as above.

7. If you already have other LSA software installed, tell Setup to put the program in the LSA Swim Programs folder.

Starting Meet6

Once Meet6 is installed,  select Meet 6 from the Start button menu under LSA Swim Programs. The program will start showing a blank 4-tabbed panel display.
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Once you have begun using the program, it will always start showing the last meet you worked on. This information is stored in the file swim6.ini, located in the same directory as the actual Meet6.exe program file.
Data for Meet6

In order to use Meet 6, you will need some swimmer data. We provide the entries and partial results for a complete meet, which you can download from the Internet. It is also stored on the CDROM in the \Demodata\Meet6data folder. The file is called lcsrqual.zip and you can unzip it into any convenient folder. If you have other LSA software installed, you should create a folder called \lcsrqual under the \Meets folder and unzip the file into it. To select the data for this meet, start Meet 6, select File | Open Meet and select the lcqual99.mdb file. The program should then display the sessions in the lower left box, the events in a selected session in the upper left box, and the swimmers in the selected event in the right hand box.
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You can also import the results of any LSA SwimMeet 5.7 meet into Meet 6 using the File | Import LSA Meet menu item.

The Main Display Panels

Meet6 allows you to view the meet at any time by event, by team and swimmer or by heat and lane for results. 
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The above figure shows the meet sessions and events on the left, and the swimmers entered in that event on the right. 
The radio buttons below the right list box allow you to view the results of prelims or timed finals

or the seeding of prelims/timed finals. If the event has both prelims and finals the right two buttons are active and you can view the seeding or results of Finals as well.

View by Swimmer

The second tab allows you to view the meet by team and swimmer. All of the teams in the meet are listed by their initials. Clicking on any team and letting the mouse hover over it brings up a tooltip display showing the team’s full name for your convenience.

When you click on a team name, it displays all of the swimmers of the selected sex on that team on the right. 
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You can switch between sexes using the buttons in the bottom center. All team relays are displayed using the third button.

Clicking on any swimmer displays their events as shown above.

Editing Swimmer Times

You can edit the seed time, prelim results or final times by clicking on the Edit button. When you are editing these times, the right-hand 3 columns are highlighted in yellow and the caption of the Edit button changes to “Lock.”

[image: image1.emf]When you are done editing the times, click on the Lock button to lock them against further editing. You can always unlock the data by clicking on this button again.
The Results Panel

The third tab represents the various heats of a race, where you can enter the times manually or using a timing system. In this beta version, only the Colorado Swimming IV and V are supported. Others will be added later.
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1. The left side shows the meet sessions and events in those sessions as the Events tab does. When you click on an event, the swimmers in the first heat of that event are displayed. If you do not see any swimmers, the event has probably not been seeded yet.

2. You can enter times in the Result column and in the Backup column. You can click in the DQ column to disqualify a swimmer and in the Scr column to scratch a swimmer. To move on to the next heat click on the right arrow below the grid.

Once you have begun entering times in a given event, the event selection list boxes at the left are disabled until you either save the event by  clicking on Save times… or undo your entries by clicking on Reset. 

Correcting Times

If the difference in time between the touch pad and the middle, average or only backup button is 0.30 seconds or more, the right hand grid column shows a red ?-mark:

To correct a time having such a large difference, first use any available manual watch times to make sure that the touch pad time is wrong and that the backup time is correct. If you find that the watches coincide with the pad time, you do not need to correct the time. If you find that the watches agree with the backup time, you can use the Correct times button to compute the correct pad time according to USS rules.

Then, if the pad time is indeed in error, select that lane by clicking in the left margin, and then click on Correct times. 
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The window shown above pops up. You can either select the upper button (the correction value will vary with the actual race data) to conform with US Swimming rules, or you can select the lower button, as required by National Federation rules.

Moving Swimmers Between Heats

3. If the swimmers do not swim in the lanes you seeded them in, you can move them by selecting the Results | Move swimmers in heat menu item. This brings up a simple list box, where you can select and move any swimmer using an up and down arrow control:
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In the above illustration, Joe Rice has been moved from lane 5 to lane 6 by clicking on the name and then on the down-arrow.

Adding Swimmers to an Event

You can add a swimmer who has been entered into an event, but has been scratched by selecting  Results | Add swimmer to heat. This brings up a list of all the swimmers in the event and their heat numbers.

In the above illustration we are unscratching Andrew Ortega and adding him to lane 6. If you select a swimmer who was seeded in another heat and lane, his seeding will be changed.

To add swimmers who have not yet been entered, use the Entries | Enter kids in meet menu item (described in the next chapter) to enter the kid and then use the Add swimmer dialog described above.

Saving the Results

Once you have entered all the results for a given event, click on the Save times button, to save the data back to the database. This brings up a Print dialog where you can decide how many copies to print and whether to include the splits.

Viewing Splits

You can view or edit splits for any swimmer, by selecting that swimmer’s line in the results grid and selecting Results |Edit Splits

Relay Names

4. When you are entering the results of a relay event, a button labeled “relay Names” appears on the results tab:
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You can click it at any time, and can then enter the names for all of the relays in that event:
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When you click on any relay, a list of the names of the eligible swimmers appears in the middle box and a list of the ucrrently assigned swimmer in the right list. To select swimmers for a relat, double click on them in succession, or click on eahc on and then on the “>>” button. To remove a swimmer, click on the “<<” button. You can also clear the lsit and start over by clicking on the Clear button.
Creating a Meet Database

To begin a new swim meet, you must start with a meet description file listing the events, strokes, distances and cutoff times. You can create such a file using Team 6.2 or Meet 5.7, or download any of a number of meet files from the CT Swimming meet web site. In a forthcoming beta version,  the ability to create meet description files will be added to Meet6 itself. To create the empty meet database put the meet file in a convenient folder (or directory). For example, if you have a meet file called LCAgeGrps.mt6, you might put it in the c:\swim4\meets\LCAgeGrps directory.

5. Then select File | Create meet and select the meet file. The program will create a meet database having the same root name as the meet file, and having an “mdb” extension. If you do not select an existing valid mt6 file, an error message box will be displayed.
Defining Meet Sessions

6. Downloaded meet files frequently do not contain the actual sessions of the meet. You can define them easily by selecting File | Define sessions. This brings up the following dialog.
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To add sessions, type in a session name and then click on Add. When you have added all the session names, click on the first session name and select all the events in that session. Then click on the “>>” button, The events need not be consecutive. Repeat for the other session names.

Setting Event Prices

To set the prices for each event, select Entries | Event prices. 
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Start by entering the default price for indivual events and for relays and click on Set default prices. Then, if you have several other prices for some events such as distance events, click on the price table cell for the event and type in a new price. Click Close when you are done.

Entering Swimmers in Your Meet

Entering swimmers is a 3-step process.

1. Enter the team initials and other data.

2. Enter the kid’s name and add him to the team.

3. Enter the kid’s events.

Start by selecting Entries | Enter kids in Meet. This brings up the following dialog:
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7. The tabbed panels along the top tell you how to make entries if you haven’t read the manual. The currently entered teams are showed in the Team initials box. Clicking on a team lists all the swimmers on that team. Clicking on a swimmer shows their name and ID number and lists all of the events the swimmer is entered in. The list on the right appear when you click on Show events and shows those events the swimmer is eligible for but not entered in.

The event entries are normally entered in the default seed course. However, if you want to indicate an entry using times for another course, click on the course for that event. A dropdown menu allows you to select the course.

Bonus events are seeded in order after normal events, and are indicated by checking the Bonus check box. You can also scratch an event by click on the Scr check box. You can completely delete an event by clicking on the left side and the pressing your computer’s Delete key.

Entering a new Team

To start entries for a new team, click on the New Team button.
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Enter the team initials and as many other fields as you like, and click on Add Team. You can also use this panel to edit the address information about any team you have already entered. Just click on that team and edit any field. Then  click on Save changes. You can use this panel to delete a team from a meet. Just click on it and then on the Delete team button. This will remove all swimmers and events on that team and the team entry itself.

Entering New Swimmers

Once you close the Add team screen, you will see the entry screen displayed with the new team selected. No swimmer or events will be shown.  Enter the swimmer name and age as shown.
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Then click on Add this kid to add the swimmer to that team’s list. This adds the swimmer to the team member list box and lists the events that swimmer is eliglible for on the right:
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To select events for that swimmer, just double click on all the events the swimmer wants to enter. This will add them to the grid in the middle and remove them from the list on the right.

Then, to enter the seed times, just click on the times one by one and enter them. You can move quickly through them using the up and down-arrow keys.

Note that you do not need to enter the colon between the minutes and seconds. To delete an event click on the left side and then press the Delete key. To delete an entire swimmer, click on the swimmer’s name in the list on the left and click on the Delete button.

Note that swimmers are entered directly in the meet from these actions. There is no meet database building step.

Reading in Entry Files

If you receive entry files in SD3 (or CL2) format from any team, you can read them in directly from the main menu, by just selecting Entries | Import entry.   If all of your entries are submitted as SD3 files, you can simply select Entries | Import all files. 

Saving Entry Files

You can create an SD3 file of any team you enter, by selecting that team in the meet entry screen and selecting File | Save team as an SDI file.
Printing Scratch Sheets

To print out scratch sheets for each session for each team, select Print | Scratch sheets and select the teams you want to print scratch sheets for.
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Some swimming organizations prefer to use check-in sheets which list all the swimmers alphabetically (by sex). You can also print those by selecting the Print check-in sheets check box. In this case, the team box is disabled since all teams are printed together.
Scratching Swimmers from Events

To scratch a swimmer from one or more events in a session, click on Seed |Scratch from Prelims/timed finals. 
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8. The above display shows each session, and clicking on a team shows the swimmers (either F or M) in that session. Clicking on any swimmer shows you their events for that session only. You can scratch any event by clicking on the Scr box. The first time you select the grid you will have to click twice: once to select the grid and once to change a check box. You can also scratch an entire session at once by clicking on the Scratch all in this session check box. 

You can also change any swimmer’s seed time by typing a new time in the Seed column. To add new events, use the Entries | Enter kids in meet menu item.

Scratching by Event

You can also scratch swimmers by event. This gives you an easy way to reduce the number of entrants in an event to a predetermined number. Just select Seed | Scratch by event and select a session and event. The display of swimmers is in increasing time order:

Seeding Swimmers into Preliminaries

To seed swimmers, select Seeding | Seed prelims and timed finals.
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You can select sessions and events as in other screens and seed individual events or an entire session to seed at once. When you click on the Seed/print button , all the indicated events are seeded. If you check the Seeding check box each event’s seeding is printed out in two columns for posting and for the meet officials. If you have the Timer’s sheets box checked a set of timer sheets is printed for each lane and event. In this beta version, the “2 per page” option is not yet implemented.

Seeding and Entering Results for Finals

To scratch swimmers who will not be swimming Finals, select Seed | Scratch and Seed Finals.
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You can select any session and event and scratch the swimmers in that event. It is not necessary to scratch all swimmers beyond the number of heats that will swim finals. You only need to indicate those who will not be swimming.

Entering Results of Finals

You enter the results of finals just as you do of prelims. 
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Just be sure that the Finals radio button is selected.

Printing Reports

This version of Meet6 will print out heat sheets and final results. To print them, select Print | Programs and Results.

For meet programs (psych sheets) select Heat sheets and the events as usual. For final results, select Final Results and the events. This beta version does not print in rulebook order or print a finals program.

Making Web Pages

You can create web pages of the meet’s psych sheets or of the results, by clicking on the “WWW” toolbar button or by selecting Web | Make web pages. In the resulting dialog, 
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you can select Make psych sheet or Make results sheets. You can also change the background color and the color of the headers, and can select a logo to display on the index page. Not that you can include splits as well if you wish. The final web pages look like the following:

9. Changes in Beta 2

10. Pressing Back button in Results circles from first to last heat.

11. Added Show All Events to Session dialog.

12. Session lists clear when a new meet is selected,

13. Added Team column to results grid.

14. Implemented the Calculate USS ID button.

15. Made the timer ports selectable from a combo box under each one.

16. You can save any team’s entry times as a SD3 file.

17. Added web page dialog, with colors and logo.

18. Added edit split times.

19. Added relay names display.

20. Added tool buttons

21. Added optional splits to web pages.

22. Added error trap if you don’t select an exiting mt6 file to use to create the database.

23. Added trap to prevent phantom processes when you exit from Meet6.
Note on entering times: In LSA SwimMeet, you can enter times in minutes and seconds without the intervening colon. Thus, the time 5:32.37 is entered as “532.37” You may optionally enter the colon,  but this feature is intended to minimize typing. Some of the editable fields in SwimMeet show the times without the colons for efficiency, but the times are stored correctly and will be printed correctly.


Similarly, the program does not require trailing zeroes to the right of the decimal point.  You can just enter “326” for 3:26.00.
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
